PURPOSES AND LEGAL BASES FOR DATA PROCESSING
Your personal data will be used for the following purposes:
1. Implementation of the Data Controller's rights or obligations resulting from the agreement (Article 6(1)(b) of the GDPR - performance of a contract),
1. Implementation of the Data Controller's rights or obligations related to the agreement, i.e. maintenance of accounting records (Article 6(1)(c) of the GDPR – legal obligation),
1. Pursuing or defending any potential claims in connection with cooperation or in connection with the need to demonstrate specific facts of significant importance to the Controller (Article 6.1 (f) of the GDPR - legitimate interests); the deadlines for pursuing claims under the contract are specified in detail in the Civil Code,

DATA STORAGE PERIOD 
The data will be used for the period necessary to achieve the abovementioned purposes. Depending on the legal basis, it will be respectively:
1. the period of cooperation with the Controller,
1. the period required by law,
1. the period of limitation of claims,
1. the period until any effective objection is submitted.
RIGHTS RELATED TO DATA PROCESSING
You may submit a request to us for access to personal data (information on personal data being processed and a copy of the data), data rectification (if they are incorrect), data transmission (in the cases specified in the GDPR), restriction of personal data processing, erasure of the personal data processing (following the principles set out in the GDPR).
Notwithstanding the rights listed above, you may file an objection against the processing of your data at any time if the legal basis for the use of data is a legitimate interest (Article 6 (1) (f) of the GDPR).
Moreover, you have the right to complain to the President of the Personal Data Protection Office if you believe that processing your personal data violates the law.
WHOM WE SHARE YOUR DATA WITH
Subject to all data security guarantees, your personal data may be transferred to (in addition to persons authorised by the Controller) other entities, including entities authorised to receive them under the law, entities processing them on behalf of SGGW (e.g. technical service providers and entities providing the SGGW with consultancy services) and other controllers (e.g. notary or legal firms).
