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1. A student in the final semester of studies is obliged, by June 30 (for studies ending in the summer semester) or by January 31 (for studies ending in the winter semester), to submit their diploma thesis or an application (including the supervisor’s opinion) for an extension of the thesis submission deadline to the Dean’s Office. If the student has not passed one or more modules included in the study program, they must apply for a repetition of the final semester of studies and may not take the diploma examination.

2. A student who wishes to take the diploma examination is asked to submit to their supervisor an electronic copy of the diploma thesis. The electronic version must be a single, consistent document prepared in accordance with Rector’s Ordinance No. 1 of the Warsaw University of Life Sciences (SGGW) of January 7, 2019, on the implementation of the Anti-Plagiarism Regulations for diploma theses, saved on a data carrier as a single PDF file. The file size may not exceed 15 MB.
The supervisor verifies the thesis in the JSA system in accordance with Rector’s Ordinance No. 1 of January 7, 2019. If the analysis does not raise concerns regarding plagiarism or manipulation intended to conceal lack of originality, the supervisor approves and prints the anti-plagiarism report. The student must submit this report together with the electronic version of the thesis to the Dean’s Office. If the supervisor is not an employee of the Warsaw University of Life Sciences, it is necessary to create an account in the JSA system in consultation with the Rector’s Representative for the Functioning of the Anti-Plagiarism System.

3. At least 7 days before the scheduled defense, the student must deliver to the Dean’s Office:
a. Two identical printed copies of the diploma thesis, signed by the supervisor, bound in accordance with Rector’s Ordinance No. 100 of September 22, 2021, on the introduction of ‘Guidelines for the preparation of diploma theses’ at the Warsaw University of Life Sciences, with appendices 1 and 2.
b. Two electronic copies of the thesis on CDs in PDF format (the same file verified in the JSA system). The discs must be labeled and attached in paper sleeves at the end of the printed theses.
c. The anti-plagiarism report (printed and signed by the supervisor).
d. An application for admission to the diploma examination with a proposed thesis reviewer (Appendix No. 1 to the Anti-Plagiarism Regulations for diploma theses, available on the Faculty website). The Vice-Dean for Teaching assigns the reviewer. It is recommended that the reviewer be from a different Department or Institute.
e. A signed statement on personal data processing (available in the eHMS system).
f. -The student’s individual achievement card (form available on the website) for those requesting additional information to be included in the diploma supplement (optional).
g. If the student wishes to receive a diploma in English, they must submit an appropriate request to the Vice-Dean for Teaching (form available on the website) no later than on the day of the defense.
4. After the student submits the complete set of documents, the Dean’s Office registers the thesis and provides a review form in the e-HMS system. Reviews must be submitted in e-HMS at least two days before the scheduled defense. Supervisors not employed at the Warsaw University of Life Sciences must request an e-HMS account one month before the planned defense.

5. Two days before the defense, the student has the right to access the reviews of their thesis in the e-HMS system.


6. Before the defense, students are required to:
a. Verify in the eHMS system that their data is correct (personal details, status – should be D, grades, GPA).
b. Review the examination topics posted on the server (for first-cycle studies).
c. Prepare a multimedia presentation of their thesis (not exceeding 10 minutes for first-cycle and 15 minutes for second-cycle studies).
d. Provide information in an Excel file (shared before the defense on OneDrive) concerning the thesis (e.g. whether it was conducted as part of a research project) and their scientific, artistic, or athletic achievements.
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
